You should create 2 folders for each student and label them:

1. AWV (Authoring With Video) Projects

2. Completed AWV Projects
AWV Projects folder will contain:
· Movie clips

· Individual students’ work (in progress)

Completed AWV Projects folder will contain:
· Finished movies with captions that can be shared/viewed by others 

· Remember to have all three (3) extensions, in the same folder, for each completed project (i.e., .mov, _qt.smil, _US.qt.txt).  

For further explanation, see Page 8 [Step 5] in this manual.

· Only QuickTime will be needed to view these captioned movies.  The viewer will not need the MAGpie software.
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Steps Involved in Creating a Video/Movie in MAGpie2 and Adding Your Own Personal Written Script

1.   View a video/movie and create a written script in 

           Microsoft WORD.

2.   Import your written script into MAGpie.

3.   Set the time codes for the text.

4.   Review the MAGpie movie with your written script.

5.   Export your MAGpie movie and watch it (complete with  

           movie and written script) on any computer using

           QuickTime.

STEP 1
[View a video/movie and create a written script in WORD]

TO BEGIN A NEW PROJECT

Turn Computer on

Open any digitized ‘Movie’

Open ‘Microsoft WORD’ 

Position movie and WORD document side-by-side for easy viewing

1. Put cursor on movie

2. Play ‘Movie’ by hitting the SPACE BAR 

Pause ‘Movie’ by hitting SPACE BAR

3. Put cursor on the WORD document

4. Begin writing and typing your ideas/sentences

5. Always remember to SAVE your written text OFTEN:

FILE Menu

Save As: Title of movie_student name (Plants_John.txt)
Format:  Text Only

VERY IMPORTANT!!  File Format must be in Text Only format (.txt)

Where:  AWV Projects

SAVE
Dialogue box will appear [This document may contain formatting or password protection which will be lost when saved in Text Only format.] click YES
6. Toggle back and forth watching and stopping the movie (by hitting the SPACE BAR) & typing the ‘text’

**Remember to SAVE your work often! **

When your entire written script is finished and you want to see how the text should appear on the movie…

Quit Movie…Quit WORD…and continue with Step 2.

STEP 2
[Import the written script into MAGpie]

1. Open (double click) MAGpie2 icon/OK

2. File Menu

3. New Project

4. Browse button
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5. Find the movie (.mov) in the “AWV Projects” folder/click OPEN

6. OK

7. When ‘Create New Project Track’ box appears/click CANCEL

Video clip/movie will now appear in QuickTime Player
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[If you get a warning window “New Project not saved, New Project must be saved before it can be exported or played” click OK]

**You must now go retrieve the written script you created in WORD. **

8. Tracks Menu

9. Import Track

10. Type in ‘captions’ in Track Name

[**Plain text entries separated by blank lines should be chosen**]

11. Browse button
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12. Find the movie_student name.txt (i.e. Plants_John.txt) you’re working on and click OPEN

13. OK

**You must now SAVE your written script in MAGpie. **

14. FILE/SAVE in ‘AWV Projects’ folder

15. File name: movie_magpie_student name (Plants_magpie_John)
16. SAVE

**Remember to SAVE your work often! **

TO QUIT MAGpie

1. File Menu

2. Exit

TO WORK ON AN EXISTING PROJECT

1. Open MAGpie2 icon/OK

2. File / Open Project

3. Find the project with the .magpie extension (as you had saved it)

4. Click OPEN
STEP 3
[Set the time codes for your written text.]

1.  Put cursor on 1st caption & click – a green border must appear around the entire box (row) to indicate the text in that line is ready to be assigned a time code.
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2.  Click ‘PLAY’ button TWICE [green triangle] with slight pause in       
between. 

( If for some reason the video doesn’t start playing; click ‘play’ again – this is a known ‘bug’ in the software. (
Press fn+F9 to assign time code to the text.

3.  When finished click ‘STOP’ button [solid black square] 
     This sends the movie back to the beginning.
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**Remember to SAVE your work often!**

STEP 4

[Review the MAGpie movie with your written script.]

Get the Movie back to the beginning by clicking the ‘stop button.’

Click ‘PLAY’ button’ [green triangle]
If you want to make changes to the timing (time codes),
· Find the point in the movie where you’d like to make the change and click the ‘PAUSE’ button [two solid black lines].
· Then click on the row of text you want to change and press F9 (thus changing the time code) --- or ---

· Make note of the exact time code and type it in manually.
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If you want to add a row/caption somewhere within your existing written script:

· Put the cursor at the end of the sentence where you’d like to insert additional text and press ‘ENTER/RETURN’ TWICE quickly.  

· This will create a new ‘blank’ row for you to write additional text.
If you want to delete an entire row/caption:

· Put the cursor anywhere in that text box; go up to the Menu—

· Click ‘Captions’

· Click ‘Delete selected row(s) from table

Other correction/change features are done in the same manner as they are in any word processing program using the MAGpie toolbar.
STEP 5

[Export the MAGpie movie and watch it, with your written script, on any computer using QuickTime.]

**Note (:  This is the last and final step.  It is only done after you’ve ‘captioned’ the movie, using MAGpie, and you will not be making any further changes to the written text and/or time codes. **

1. While still in MAGpie - go to the Export Menu

2. Click on ‘QuickTime-SMIL 1.0 format’

3. ‘Export completed/OK
4. QUIT MAGpie…File Menu/Exit
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5. Drag the following 3 extensions from the ‘AWV Projects’ Folder into ‘Completed AWV Projects’ Folder on desktop:

Movie title_magpie_student name_qt.smil

Movie title.mov

Movie title_magpie_student name.en_US.qt.txt

After placing the (3) items above into the SAME FOLDER…

You can watch your final MAGpie movie with your written script.  This can be viewed on any computer as long as it has the QuickTime Player installed on it.

6. OPEN QuickTime 

7. From the QuickTime File menu, choose 

Open Movie in New Player

Find:  filename_qt.smil and double-click to open it

Click ‘Space Bar’ to start viewing

HOW TO PRINT A WRITTEN SCRIPT IN MAGpie

1.  Export

2.  Plain Text

3.  “Export as Plain Text” will appear. Check off the boxes of things you want to print (i.e., if you do or don’t want time codes to print)
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4.  OK

5.  Go to the AWV folder on your desktop

6.  Find the caption.captions.txt file and highlight it

File Menu

Open with

Microsoft WORD

File/print

ADVANCED FEATURES OF MAGpie

To highlight a word using a color:

Double-click on the appropriate word or words in the caption cell, then click on F in box = foreground color

To change type of font, font size, text style, or color for entire script while in MAGpie:

File

Properties

Click on ‘Caption style’

Font

Color

Etc…

To center / right / left / captions on screen:

Same as you would in any word processing document by finding the appropriate icon on the MAGpie menu bar.

Time code changes (alternate method) can be made within a MAGpie project by highlighting the number you want to change and manually changing it.

**There are many more features that MAGpie has to offer…

Play around with some of the features on the Menu Bar and have fun! **
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
